On 14" September 2018, Dr Katendi Changula, who is an
academic member of staff in the School of Veterinary Medi-
cine, received an award in recognition of her outstanding
contribution to laboratory diagnosis for her work on a rapid
Ebola virus detection test kit. This award was from the Next
Einstein Forum during their Africa Science Week (ASW)
held in Zambia from 10™to 14™ September 2018. The Guest
of Honour at the event was the University of Zambia Deputy
Vice-Chancellor, Prof. Enala Tembo-Mwase.

NEF is hosting the second edition of the ASW to build on
the success of the NEF Africa Science Week that took place
in 13 countries in June 2017. This is Africa’s annual five-day
celebration of science, technology and innovation, expressed
through various activities that speak to various audiences of
all age groups - from students to scientists to government
institutions and the private sector - with coordinated activi-
ties in 34 African countries.
