Malila area is well known for cotton and rice farming. Although Malila is a rural district, it has
thrived on the sale of raw cotton for income generation and it has been voted as the most
food secure rural community in the country. Recently, the governor of Malila announced that
the Government has signed a deal with a Chinese firm to invest in the establishment of a textile
manufacturing company. As a resident in Malila with some knowledge on FDI and Rural
Agriculture development, advise the governor on the potential effects of such an investment
in this community. In your advice, consider on one hand the benefits such an investment can
bring to the comraunity and on another hand, outline the potential effects on agriculture and
food security of the community given this form of investment.

The Department for International Development (DFID) recently suspended funding for Social
Cash Transfer Scheme to the Zambian Government because of “alleged” misappropriation of
funds by the custodians. Non-Governmental Organisations (NGOs) have since been entrusted
with such funds. Imagine you are a Project Manager for a start-up NGO in Bantu Balila Viilage
which has its residents trapped in the deprivation trap.

. The IMF and World Bank-led Structural adjustment programme between 1991 and 2001 was

undaipinned by market based policies which promoted liberalisation and privatisation of the
economy. Maxwell’s Dad was retrenched during this period and his family faced economic
hardships. However, commodities like apples and butter that were essentially scarce became
readily available. If anything, Maxwel! and most of his childhood friends were given an
opportunity to work in newly opened firms driven by foreign capital investment. Giving
practical examples from the Zambian context, critically discuss how the concept of Structural
Adjustment Programme is double coined in its economic effects.

11. Mr Shakaumba Bwali Bwalya, aka SBB is the new president for the Concerned Party for the
Development of Zambia (CPDZ), a newly registered political party in Zambia. At his inauguration as
the new party president, SBB highlighted a number of issues, including the high levels of poverty among
the general citizenry. In attendance were officials from the Civil Society Organizations and members of
the diplomatic call, who were later castigated by the Special Assistant to the President for Press and
Public Relations as well as a few other individuals. His party is very concerned about the falling incomes
(in part due to a plethora of taxes that people are now subjected to as the country is feared being under
debt distress); citing the Living Conditions Monitoring Survey of the Central Statistical Office (CSO)
which reports high poverty levels and inadequate incomes especially among the rural folks and a large
share of the women in female-headed households have resorted to skipping meals as a coping
mechanism to the worsening living conditions. He further blamed the ruling party for increased debt,
arguing that it (debt) has become a big elephant in the room. He doesn’t take lightly the economic
influence other countries have on the economy, insinuating that they do so because of the aid that they
provide. Once elected as the republican president, SBB will constitute reforms that will reduce the
country’s reliance on foreign aid, and the country’s external vulnerability, given the high dependency
on copper. Other measures promised by his party include (a) strengthening and redefining the role of
the state in the promotion of socio-economic change, (b) the implementation of comprehensive
agricultural reforms and increasing the budgetary allocation to the sector... [in part].

Question 3 [15 marks]

The following extract is taken from the last three paragraphs of the literature review in a
final research report done by an undergraduate student at the University of Zambia.

“Alajekwu and Achugbu (2012) like Athapathu and Jayasinghe (2012) above carried
out a study entitled The Role of Stock Market Development on Economic Growth in
Nigeria using time series data from 1994-2008. The method of analysis used is
Ordinary Least Square (OLS) techniques; it measured the relationship between stock
market dev'elopment indicators and economic growth. Their results show that Market
Capitalization and Value Traded ratios have a very weak negative correlation with
economic growth while Turnover ratio has a very strong positive correlation with
economic growth. This study did not add any control variables.

Finally, Mumba (2005) carried out a research on the Zambian Stock Market. His
method was different in that he didn’t use the well-known principles established by
Levine and Zevros (1998) but rather used a number Simple Two variable regressions,
Standard Errors Analysis and Correlation to finally ascertain the strength of the
relationship between the stock market and economy. He focused more on evaluating
the performance of LuSE. His empirical results were that the Market Capitalization to
GDP ratio had no strong relationship, even though the market experienced a steady
level of development during the review period. Listed companies relative to the
number of privatized companies showed that out of 257 private companies, only 22
were registered showing that the stock market wasn’t performing too well. Finally,
Turnover ratio performed quite low compared to the overall performance in the
economy.

Having analysed the studies above, this study intends to fill the gap in literature by
firstly focusing on the Zambian Stock Market (LuSE) in the period 2000 to 2013. It
differed from Mumbas’ study (2005) in that it attempted to ascertain the impact of the
stock market on economic growth using an endogenous growth model with all
variables combined in a single equation. It acknowledged the fact that the impact of
stock market development on economic growth is country specific and as such takes
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particular interest in the Zambian Stock Market. It also focused exclusively on the
stock market and not the combined effect of other financial institutions as other
studies described above. “

“A number of empirical studies undertaken in this area show that in the long run and
beyond a certain threshold, public debt would exert negatively on economic growth
and such conclusions are consistent with the debt overhang theories advanced by the
neoclassical economists. In the case of Zambia, public debt over the period of analysis
depicts a rising trend and in some periods has been recorded to be above GDP. The
rise has been attributed by continuous borrowing by Government, both external and
internal to finance its budget deficit as it aspires to achieve its development agenda
defined in the National Development Plans (NDP). Therefore, the country is not
precluded from the implication of a rising public debt stock and this has necessitated
the need for an empirical analysis of the above phenomenon in Zambia.”

Problem statement 2: (Zimbabwean Study) by Mashingaidze (2014)

“A number of empirical studies undertaken in this area show that in the long run and
beyond a certain threshold, external debt would exert negatively on economic growth
and such conclusions are consistent with the debt overhang theories advanced by the
neoclassical economists. Although there is substantial literature on the impact of
external debt on economic growth, most of these have employed cross country
studies, which have been criticized for ignoring the heterogeneity among economies
(Savvides, 2002). Developing countries differ significantly in terms of their economic
and political environment, organization and institutions, hence the need for specific
country study to ascertain the association between these variables. In the case of
Zimbabwe, external debt over the period of analysis depicts a rising trend and
therefore, the country is not precluded from the implication of a rising debt stock and
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this has necessitated the need for an empirical analysis of the above phenomenon in
Zimbabwe”

According to Mashingaidze (2014) the country heterogeneity invalidates the
findings from cross-country studies when it comes to debt and economic
growth.

It can be inferred from both Chongo (2015) and Mashingaidze (2014) that debt
has the potential to enhance the economic growth of the country.

In both studies, there is little to no need for a multicollinearity test.

The studies are likely to have the same objectives and research hypothesis.
Chongo (2015) and Mashingaidze (2014) are both required to employ time-
series approaches such as Unit-root test, autocorrelation test and Heckman
specification test in their analysis.

Problem Statement 1: (Zambian Study) by Chongo (2015)

"A number of empirical studies undertaken in this area show that in the long run and beyond
a certain threshold, public debt would exert negatively on economic growth and such
conclusions are consistent with the debt overhang theories advanced by the neoclassical
economists. In the case of Zambia, public debt over the period of analysis depicts a rising
trend and in some periods has been recorded to be above GDP. The rise has been attributed
by continuous borrowing by Government, both external and internal to finance its budget
deficit as it aspires to achieve its development agenda defined in the National Development
Plans (NDP). Therefore, the country is not precluded from the implication of a rising public
debt stock and this has necessitated the need for an empirical analysis of the above
phenomenon in Zambia.”

Problem statement 2: (Zimbabwean Study) by Mashingaidze (2014)

"A number of empirical studies undertaken in this area show that in the long run and beyond
a certain threshold, external debt would exert negatively on economic growth and such
conclusions are consistent with the debt overhang theories advanced by the neoclassical
economists. Although there is substantial literature on the impact of external debt on
economic growth, most of these have employed cross country studies, which have been
criticized for ignoring the heterogeneity among economies (Savvides, 2002). Developing
countries differ significantly in terms of their economic and political environment,
organization and institutions, hence the need for specific country study to ascertain the
association between these variables. In the case of Zimbabwe, external debt over the period
of analysis depicts a rising trend and therefore, the country is not precluded from the
implication of a rising debt stock and this has necessitated the need for an empirical analysis
of the above phenomenon in Zimbabwe.”

In both studies, there is little to no need for a multicollinearity test.

The studies are likely to have the same objectives and research hypothesis.

Chongo (2015) and Mashingaidze (2014) are both required to employ time-series
approaches such as Unit-root test, autocorrelation test and Heckman specification
test in their analysis.

If you can believe that social drinking is good for you, then you’ll believe anything. Promoters
of strong drinks morally justify their stance by citing the first biblical miracles in support of
carousing or drinking of wine. If Christ had not been partial to alcohol, they claim,



blasphemously, He would not have turned tepid water into bubbling wine. Put differently, He
would not by any means turn fairly lukewarm liquid into something alcoholic. But are they
really right?

For many people, just two alcoholic drinks a day can be the unsuspected cause of headaches,
diarrhea, insomnia and irritability. In some cases, a relatively low alcohol intake may cause
even more serious disorders, including high blood pressure and irregularities in the heart-beat.
Such symptoms and ailments are often very difficult to cure because moderate drinkers do not
usually believe their moderate intake of alcohol can cause any problems. Clearly, these are
some of the debilitating effects of alcohol. In fact, high blood pressure or hypertension ranks
among the known chronic diseases affecting many quaffing demographics. Researchers
postulate that with the booming economies across the global, increase in number of people
involved in carousing is ever on the rise. This postulation or assumption by the researchers is
never devoid of shocking figures. Putting the figures of those that go on a pub crawl at slightly
over 30% is highly staggering. Normally this is happening against professional advice. That
is, it is not surprising that people going on the binge do it with blatant disregard of medical
counsel. For example, one may be already struggling with hypertension but still goes boozing
with full knowledge of the consequences for doing so.

Alcohol promoters counteract recent research findings by pretending to know of
octogenarians who are perpetually steeped in liquor. However, they never show pictures of
such faithful disciples of Bacchus. While their reluctance may be due to their unwillingness
to exhibit their clients in their stupor, it may also be due to these drunken red men being only
the figment of the promoters’ imagination. The utopian world so created is merely meant to
increase the sales. It is simply a world of make believe. What is real however, is the fact that
the naive get to pay the price. Some lose their lives while others get terminally ill or bedridden.
In some cases drinkers in this age-group become delinquents. Either outcome is just as bad.
In short, however tantalizing the binge-drink could be, the end results are fatal in some cases
and catastrophic or irremediable, leaving many families unhappy and insolvent. At this level,
the damage is irreversible, for example, marriages get broken irretrievably.

Firstly, they live in or on a host, and do it harm. The depth to which they penetrate the host
varies, as indeed does the damage. Fleas, leeches and lice live on the surface and cause
superficial injury. Athlete's foot is a skin disease caused by a fungus living in the surface layers
of the foot. The parasite of sleeping sickness is found in the host's blood wriggling between
blood corpuscles. Secondly, parasites show some simplification of body structures when
compared with free-living relatives. Sacculina (a relative of the crab) shows loss of limbs and
is reduced to a mass of reproductive tissue within the abdomen of its crustacean host. Dodder,
a plant parasite, lacks leaves, roots and chlorophyll. Thirdly, although all organisms show
adaptations to their way of life, in the case of parasites they are often associated with a complex

physiological response, e.g. the ability to survive in regions almost devoid of available oxygen,
such as adult liver flukes, or the hooks and suckers of adult tapeworm. Lastly, parasites exhibit
a complex and efficient reproduction, usually associated in some way with the physiology of
the host, e.g. rabbit fleas are stimulated by the level of sex hormone in their host.

(ii) Paragraph2 [2 marks]

In 1920 an average of 2.75 pounds of waste were produced each day by each individual in the
United States. Today the quantity of waste produced is 53 pounds per person, and by 1980 it
is estimated that this will rise to 8 pounds per person. One year's rubbish from 10,000 people
covers an acre of ground to the depth of 10 feet. In one year Americans throw away 48 thousand
million cans, 26 thousand million bottles, 430 million tons of paper, 4 million tons of plastic
and 100 million tyres which weigh almost a million tons.

(iii) Paragraph3 [2 marks]

That it might be experienced in any other way seems unnatural and strange, a feeling which is
rarely modified even when we begin to discover how really differently it is handled by some
other people. Within the West itself certain cultures rank time much lower in over-all
importance than we do. In Latin America, for example, where time is treated rather cavalierly,
one commonly hears the expression, "Our time or your time?" "Hora americana, hora
mejicana?"

(iv) Paragraph 4 [2 marks]

From the late 1870s onwards, cheap American corn began to arrive in the country in large
quantities, along with refrigerated meat and fruit from Australia and New Zealand, and in a
period when both farmers and businessmen were complaining of depression, standards of
living rose higher than they had ever done. The change began each day, as Victorian writers
frequently pointed out, with the food on the breakfast table - with eggs and bacon as staple fare
for the middle classes - and went on through tea, high or low, to multi-course dinners or fish-
and-chip suppers. The poor were eating better as well as the rich. The annual per capita
consumption of sugar, which had increased from 18 1b. to 35 1b. between the Queen's accession
and 1860, rose to 54 Ib. in 1870-99 and 85 Ib. in 1900-10; that of tea, which along with beer
had now become a national drink, went up from 1% Ib, first to 4% Ib and then to 6 Ib.

v) Paragraph S [2 marks]

The first is the way in which living cells develop an energy currency. This, like ordinary
money, can be used to exchange one vital commodity for another. The second is the use of
substances called enzymes as go-betweens to reduce the amount of energy needed to make
many chemical reactions essential to life take place fast enough.



(vi)  Paragraph 6 [2 marks]

At first it was little more than a trickle. For a long time the Norman conquerors did not mix
much with their Saxon subjects. There are plenty of indications of this; for the languages, too,
moved side by side in parallel channels. The custom of having one name for a live beast grazing
in the field and another for the same beast, when it is killed and cooked, is often supposed to
be due to our English squeamishness and hypocrisy. Whether or not the survival of this custom
through ten centuries is due to the national characteristics in question it would be hard to say,
but they have certainly nothing to do with its origin. That is a much more blame-less affair.
For the Saxon neatherd who had spent a hard day tending his oxen, sheep,
calves and swine, probably saw little enough of the beef, mutton, veal, pork and bacon, which
were gobbled at night by his Norman masters. There is something a little pathetic, too, in the
thought that the homely old word, stool, could be used to express any kind of seat, however
magnificent, until it was, so to speak, hustled into the kitchen by the smart French chair. Even
the polite, however, continued to use the old word in the idiom ‘to fall between two stools’.

4. What is the difference between an issue and a crisis; how do each apply to an
organization; and if/when faced with either one, how do you ensure that your frontline
know how to react, how to respond and/or how to resolve the situation quickly both
internally and externally? (20 marks).

5. From theory into practice: How intertwined are corporate PR, political PR and
Jjournalism in reality? (20 marks).
